She was a member of the privately
sponsored peace mission to Paris
in 1968.

"CLAUDE GREENMOUNTAIN," REDISCOVERED.
FACE THE MUSIC APRIL I5, AFTER TAXES

The music of Claudio Monteverdi, a
17th century musical genius and just
one of the many early composers being
re-discovered by today's young audi-
ences, will be featured in a concert
by the Oakland University Collegium
Musicum, Saturday, April 15, at 8 p.m.
in Varner Recital Hall. Admission is
$1.00 - students, 50¢.

"The Music of Monteverdi and His
Contemporaries" will include the first
act of his opera "Orpheo." Tenor
Richard Conrad and Sopranc Alana Cargle
will perform with fThe l|&-voice Col-
legium Singers and the Renaissance
Ensemble.

Two gquest artists from the New York
Pro Muscia join the Renaissance Ensem-
ble. The renowned double-reed musician
Herbert Myers, who specializes in the
dulcian and the shawm, is also respon-
sible for the design of modern replicas
now being produced by European instru-
ment makers. The Pro Musica's Richard
Cook is a brass specialist who excels
on the valveless trumpet and the cor-
netto, the latter being one of the
virtuoso brass-woodwind instruments of
the period.

Monteverdi is said to have broken the
musical bonds of tThe I5Th and |6Th cen-
turies with his new style of writing.
Daring harmonies, sudden shifts of mood,
and a new consciousness of words mark
his music. He was one of the most fa-
mous composers of his day, influencing
many other notable composers, in par-
ticular Heinrich Schitz whose music

will also be heard on the program.
The more traditional styles of
music will be represented by late

I6th century double choir works, a
canzon for four flutes and four
viols and "La Leona,'" both by
Guiseppe Guami.

Monteverdi's secular as well as
sacred compositions will be fea-
tured. A famous and achingly
beautiful secular madrigal "Lamento
della Nympha" will be sung by so-
pranc Alana Cargle. The first great
opera and probably Monteverdi's
most famous work "Orpheo" will be
highlighted with first-act choruses,
arias, and ritornellos. Performing
with Miss Cargle will be the inter-
nationally known coloratura tenor
Richard Conrad who is known in this
area for his infterpretations of
baroque music.

Monteverdi is just one of the
many early composers being re-
discovered by today's young au-
diences.
