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TELEPHONE HOTLINE
FUNDED FOR
KRESGE LIBRARY

A Hotline telephone reference in-
formation office for OU's Kresge
Library has been funded by a $25,000
Federal grant.

The Michigan State Board of Educa-
t+ion approved the program which
will provide direct reference ser-
vice to public libraries in Oakland
County.

The grant will be administered by
Robert Gaylor, acting dean of the
library. He will hire the proposed
staff of one professional librarian,
one clerk and parft-time student
help.

The grant provides, in addition
to facilities and telephone hook-
ups, rapid photo copy services
and referral service on requesfts
that Kresge cannot satisfy.

Initially, 41 public libraries
throughout the County will be
served, with a possibility That
with improved funding the service
might be expanded to schocl and
special libraries.

The 200,000 volume Kresge Library
was chosen for several reasons. |t
is in the heart of one of the most
densely populated areas in Michigan
and represents the next logical
level for public libraries fo ex-
haust when their own collection
cannot meet their needs.

Since no county-wide reference
service system exists in Oakland
County, Kresge can serve this

Math majors in education can
look forward fo brighter prospects
though, and there are jobs available
for reading specialists and music
tTeachers.

There is hope for all prospective
teaching candidates if they are
willing tfo move around.

The Liaison Committee consists of
representatives from the 29 public
community colleges in Michigan, nine
engineering col leges, and the State
Board of Education.
