Aal-on Copland, known for his dis­

tinctive treatment of contemporary
American themes, wi II conduct two

concerts on Thursday and Saturday

nights at 8;30. His Thursday pro­

gram wi II include works by Schubert,
Prokofiev and Ravel.

On Saturday night Copland wi II re­
turn to conduct a concert of his own

works, which wi II feature, among

others, the Orchestral Suite from
"Appalachian Spring" and a selection

from "The Tender Land." Young Ameri­

can baritone Wi IIiam Justus wi I: ap­

pear as guest artist in a selection

of Copland's "Old American Songs."

Jazz immortal Wi IIiam "Count"

Basie and his orchestra wi II bring

their driving rhythm beat to the

Meadow Brook stage on Friday, Au­

gust II, at 8;30 p.m. From 1937 to
the 1970's, Basie has never left the

Iimel ight, electrifying the world of

music with his "jump rhythms."

To mitigate some of these biases,

Appleton, a onetime U.S. Foreign Ser­

vice Officer, suggests the creation

of a new agency, small, staffed with
temporary rather than ca reer emp loy­

ees and accredited to no government.

presentatives from Congress, the

press and the academic community in
addition to the executive branch.
