for the 1973-74 fiscal year. An ad­
ditional $4,054,750 wi II be re­

quested for capital outlay purposes.

The $12 mi IIion general fund re­

quest compares with $10,394,000 al­
located to the University by the

State for the 1972-73 fiscal year.

The requests were approved by the

Board of Trustees Nov. 27 along with

a total operating budget for 1973-74
of $25,663,000. The 1972-73 opera­

ting budget was $22,305,000.

Major items in the capital outlay
request are: $2 mil Iion for the

proposed Classroom-Office Bui Iding
II; $490,000 for a proposed Pub Iic
Safety and Services Bui Iding;
$321,750 for a storm drain system;

$313,500 lump sum for maintenance

and $200,000 for the expansion of

Kresge Library.
