BOARD APPROVES NEW Room and board rates are being increased at Oakland University effective with the
ROOM AND BOARD RATES 1974 spring and summer sessions.

The increases range from $30 to $56 and cover only part of the increased costs of food, labor and supplies in
the residence halls, university officials said. The Board of Trustees approved the action at a Saturday, March 30,

meeting.

The spring and summer session room and board rates are now $379 per session, up $49. A "room only" option, un-
available during these terms last year, has been set at $239.

For the combined 1974-75 fall and winter semesters, the room and board rate is now $1,342, an increase of $56.
The "room only" option has increased from $806 to $842.

The rate in Anibal House, the University's co-op living unit, has risen $30 to a total of $680 for the fwo-semes-
ter academic year. '

In addition, the board approved an Increase in the Area Hall Council student government fee of from $4 fo $8 for
all residents except Anibal for the combined fall and winter semesters. A $| fee charged during spring and sum-
mer sessions remained unchanged.

ONLY EXTERNAL PROBLEMS The only problems in OU's immediate future are those external ones of funding or cur-
FACE OAKLAND IN NEAR FUTURE riculum control which may be imposed by state or federal authorities, President
Donald D. O'Dowd told a university audience Wednesday, April 3.

In a wide-ranging and upbeat state of the university address, O'Dowd expressed thanks to the university community
for a good 1973-74 and for help in a variety of areas, including student recruitment and contributions to the
library fund. Internally, the university is meeting its challenges, O'Dowd said.

He said the current enrollment of 9,703 headcount was about 1,000 mere than he would have predicted a year ago.
New programs and a late pattern of enrollment that saw students making their university choices later in the year
were among reasons for the upswing that came after his state of the university address last May |. OU should
grow at its 5 percent rate for the next several years, he said.

O'Dowd paid speclal recognitlon to the College of Arts and Sciences. That body, along with the university's
schools, has developed and is continuing to develop Imaginative new programs, he said.

The president reaffirmed the university's commitment to a strong liberal arts core along with new programs to fill
current student demands. The university's character over the years has not changed all that much, he maintained.
Strong liberal arts with the professional schools, emphasis on quality, and an elite but not exclusive ad-
missions policy still characterize the Tnstitution, he said.

He reported that the future direction of the university will be determined by the management by objectives program
now underway. He expressed general satisfaction with The collective bargaining arrangements worked out at OU.

He decried state policy that would define on-campus programs as only those given in the physical location of the
campus saying that universities had an obligation to reach out into communities.

0'Dowd commented briefly on the Sept. 29, I5th birthday celebration which could bring as many as 10 to |5 thousand
visitors to OU, many of them people who may have had no reason to come on campus before.

The president touched on the upswing in athletics, the improved dorm occupancy for continuing and transfer students,
and he complimented the university on its savings during the winter energy pinch. The proposals for reorganization
of the OU curriculum on the undergraduate level written by Vice Provost George Matthews were under study by

various committees. The proposals will constitute an important item for action in the months ahead, O'Dowd said.

0'Dowd said the university has adopted a policy of four contact hours for four credits in responsive to legisla-
tive concern, even though he questioned that concern.

The university plans on receiving its $662,000 in contingency money from the state to reward OU for exceeding its
enrol Iment, O'Dowd said, although no mechanism now exists for payment of these funds.
