The Family Rights and Privacy Act went into effect Nov. 19. It is also referred to as the Buckley Amendment after
its sponsor U.S. Senator James L. Buckley of New York. The act gives parents of elementary and secondary school
children the right to inspect their chi Idren's school records and it gives students enrol led in post high school
education the right to see their own educational fi les.

The seminar wi II be held from 8:30 a.m. to 3 p.m. in the Oakland Center.
